All enlisted ranks are invited to 
experience a tradition unlike any 
in the military, where all disci-
pline and decorum are tossed out 
the window, lasting friendships are 
made and all ranks get together on 
equal ground.  If growing up you 
played Cowboys and Indians it’s 
the same mentality, the only ex-
pectation is to play hard and show 

no mercy.
“Combat Dining’s-In are an op-

portunity for all of our enlisted 
members at MacDill to come out 
for a night of fun, entertainment 
and camaraderie building,” said 
Chief Master Sgt. Derrick Crowley, 
6th Air Mobility Wing command 
chief. 

As with every successful ven-
ture, planning and preparation is 
key.

The only custom similar to the 
dining-in and the combat dining-
in is the food, until it gets tossed 
across the room. The weapons are 
super soakers and nerf guns.

It is advised to choose your old-
est and rattiest uniform to wear - 
there’s no telling what it’s going to 

look like by the time you get home, 
or if the stains are going to come 
out. The only stipulations are that 
you must have your correct name 
and rank on it, along with any oth-
er patches that may be required by 
your unit.

There’s no point in even think-
ing that you aren’t going to get 
dirty, so go in with war face paint 
on and declare your intention of 
getting filthier than anyone else.

Protect any items on your per-
son that you don’t want to get wet 
by wrapping them in plastic or 
putting in plastic bags. If you are 
driving a car, cover the seats with 
garbage bags and bring a change 
of clothes if you so desire.

Create an alliance with some 
friends before the event so you can 
fight as a team, or just go in unat-
tached and play it by ear. The neat 
thing about a CDI is you never 

know who you might find yourself 
teamed up with.

Also never forget to have all 
your weapons ready and easily ac-
cessible before entering the combat 
zone.

However, a “Combat Dining-In” 
is far less formal because of the 
dress requirements and more in-
formal atmosphere; the basic rules 
and format of the dining-in still 
apply.

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According to www.airforcewives.com the Air 
Force dining-in custom probably began in the 
1930s with the late General H. “Hap” Arnold’s 
“wing-dings.” The close bonds enjoyed by Air 
Corps officers and their British colleagues of 
the Royal Air Force during World War II surely 
added to the American involvement in the din-
ing-in custom. It enhances the esprit of units, 
lightens the load of demanding day-to-day 
work, gives the enlisted leadership an oppor-
tunity to meet socially with their subordinates 
and enables military members of all ranks to 
create bonds of friendship and better working 

relations through an atmosphere of good fel-
lowship.

USAF Marathon, Half 
Marathon, and 10K 
will be held Sept. 19 
at Wright-Patterson, 
while the 5K race will 
be held on Sept. 18 at 
Wright State Univer-
sity.

A Sports and Fitness 
Expo is held at the Er-
vin J. Nutter Center, 
located at Wright State 
University in Fairborn, 
Ohio, on Sept. 17 from 
noon to 7 p.m. and 
Sept. 18 from noon to 
8 p.m.  Because there 
is no race day packet 
pickup, each runner 
must attend the Sports 
and Fitness Expo.

According to the 
deputy director of 
AMC Manpower, Per-
sonnel, and Services, 
the command is spon-
soring an active-duty 
team -- comprised of 
both male and female 
runners representing 
various age groups -- 
to compete in the full 
marathon.  This is the 
third year AMC has 
fielded a team.

Air Force Marathon 
officials said a presti-
gious traveling trophy 
will be presented to 
the winning MAJCOM 
commander during the 
Fall CORONA.

system that factors in 
both participation and 
performance in the 
full and half marathon 
events.

registering for the event.  Additionally, in accor-
dance with Joint Travel Regulations, Defense 
Department guidance and Air Force Instruc-
tions, civilian employees cannot be granted per-
missive TDY to participate in the U.S. Air Force 
Marathon.

According to Air Force Marathon officials, all 
levels of runners from around the world partici-
pate in Air Force Marathon events.  In fact, of-
ficials said the race has grown over the years to 
7,400 participants in 2008.  Officials also said, if 
the current number of registrations is any indi-
cation, this year’s marathon 

may hit the 10,000 participation barrier.
“The Air Force is stressing fitness on all levels 

from the active duty to civilians,” added Mara-
thon Director Molly Louden in a news article 
for the Wright-Patterson Skywrighter.  “Fitness 
should not stop with the individual who works 
on base, but should include the entire family.”

 “This is a participatory event where the elite 
runner is at the same start line as you. The elite 
runner is experiencing the same run as you.  
Each individual has their goal and when they 
cross the finish line we celebrate with them at 
the post race festival and finisher’s medal pre-
sentation.” She added that the running industry 
is one of the few areas that have not been affect-
ed by the current struggling financial climate we 
all face.

“Running or walking and staying healthy are 

the best thing to do in this type of economy,” she 
added. The hobby of many is also one of the less 
financially stressful of all activities because there 
is not much expense to going out and training. A 
good pair of shoes, running clothes and some wa-
ter is all you need to get started.”

The first official U.S. Air Force Marathon was 
held on Sept. 20, 1997, in celebration of the 50th 
anniversary of the Air Force, and is held in Sep-
tember each year to celebrate the service’s birth-
day.  The Air Force became a separate branch of 
the U.S. Armed Forces on Sept. 18, 1947.

The 26.2-mile marathon course traverses his-
torical places on Wright-Patterson AFB, includ-
ing the National Museum of the U.S. Air Force, 
the Air Force Institute of Technology, Headquar-
ters Air Force Materiel Command, the Wright-
Patterson AFB flight line, Huffman Prairie Fly-
ing Field, and the Wright Brothers Memorial 
Monument.

Additionally, to commemorate the service’s 
rich history in flight, each year one aircraft is 
highlighted during the marathon and on the 
unique finisher’s medal presented to each race 
participant.

In 2009, the USAF Marathon will feature the 
RQ-4 Global Hawk.  The RQ-4 Global Hawk is 
a high-altitude, long-endurance unmanned air-
craft system with an integrated sensor suite 
that provides intelligence, surveillance and re-
connaissance, or ISR, capability worldwide.
